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British diver Gavin Parsons captured these stunning sun rays inside water-filled caves in Mexico in
January.

Called cenotes, the natural limestone sinkholes are filled with freshwater. Many are found within the
jungle of Mexico's Yucatan Peninsula and were created after a meteor hit the area 66 million years
ago.

Gavin, 47, from Dorset travelled to Mexico to capture the stunning light show, which sees shafts of
light created when the midday sun is scattered by the leaves of the mangroves growing at the
water's edge.
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
